26. Powersand duties of the Academic Council:«

subject to the provisions of this Act and the Statutes, have the powers to lay
down proper standards of instruction, research and examinations and to
regulate and promote the academic life of the University and the colleges.

(2)  Without prejudice. to the generality of the foregoing powers, and subject to
the provisions of this Act, and the Statutes, the Academic Council shall have

the powers -

(a) to advise the Syndicate on academic matters; _
(b) to regulate the conduct of teaching, research and examinations;

(c) to regulate the admission of students to the courses of studies and
examinations in the University; :

(e) to. propose to the Syndicate schemes for the constitution and

(f) to consider or formulate proposals for the planning and development
of teaching and research in the University;

"(g) to make Regulations, on the recommendations of the Boards of
' Faculties and the Boards of Studies, prescribing the courses of studies,
the' syllabi and the outlines of tests for all University
examinations; provided that if the recommendations of the Board of a.
Faculty or a Board of Studies are not received by the prescribed date,
the Academic Council may, subject to the approval of the Syndicate,
continue for the next year the courses of studies already prescribed
for an examination; ' - :

(h) to recognize the examinations of other Universities or examining
bodies as equivalent to the corresponding examinations of thé

_ University; : .

(i) to regulate the award of studentships, scholarships, exhibitions,
medals and prizes; . )

(i) to frame Regulations for submission to the Syndicate;

(k) to appoint members to the variouis Authorities in accordance with the’
provisions of this Act; and

() to perform such other functions as may be prescribed by Statutes.

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27. Constitution, functions and powers of other Authorities::- ' )

The constitution, functions and powers of the Authorities for which no specific
provision has been made in this Act shall be such as may be prescribed by Statutes.

28. Appointment of Committees by certain Authorities:-

The Senate, the Syndicate, the Academic Council and other Authorities may, from
time to timg, appoint such standing, special or advisery committees, as they may
deem fit, and may place on such committees persons who are not members of the
Authorities appointing the committees,

CHAPTER-V
STATUTES, REGULATIONS AND RULES

29. .Slatutes--

(1) - Subject to the provisions of this Act, Statutes may lx. made to regulate or
prescribe all or any of the following matters:-

(g) the establishment of Faculties, institutes and colleges and other
academic Divisions;

{h) the powers and duties of Officers and Teachers;

(1) conditions under which the University may enter into arrangements
with other institutions or with publlc bodies for purposes of research

. and advisory services;
: ' (j) conditions for appointment of Emeritus Professors and award of
; honorary degrees;

(k} efficiency and discipline of University empiovces -

" (1) the general scheme of studies including the duration of courses and
‘the number of subjects and papers for an exammation; and

(m)all other matters which by this Act are to be or may be prescribed or
regulated by Statutes.

(2)  The draft of Statutes shall be pmposed by the Syndicate to the Senate which
may approve it or pass it with such modificatians as the Senate may think fif,
or may refer it back to the Syndicate for reconsnderat:on, or may reject it:

Provided that the ‘Syndicate shall not propose draft of Statutes
k. ' affecting the constitution or powers of any Authority of the University, until
! such Authority has been given an opportunity of expressing an opinion in
writing upon the proposal:
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Provided fluriher_ that the draft of Statutes concerning any of the

31. Amendment and repeal of Statutes and Regulations:-

- The procedure for adding to, amending or repealing the Statutes and the I(eg;tla.tions
shall be the same as that prescribed respectively for framing or making Statutes and

Regulations.
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32. Rules:-

(1)  The Authorities and the other bodies of the University may make Rules
consistent with this Act, Statutes and the Regulations, to regulate the conduct
of their business and the time and place of meetings and related matters:

Provided that the Syndicate may direct the amendment or the
annulment of any Rules, made by another Authority or bod) excephng the

Senate, under this section:

Prowded further t.hat if such other Authonty or body is dis-satisfied

(2) The Syndicate may make Rules to regulate any matter relating to the'affairs
’ of the University which has not been specifically provided for by this Act, the
Statutes or Regulation.

‘ - CHAPTER-VI
AFFILIATION OF EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS TO THE UNIVERSITY .

33. Affiliation:-

(1) An educational institution applying for affiliation to the University shall
make an application to the University and shall satisfy it - =

(i) that the educational institution is under the mana gement of the
Government or of a regularly constituted governing body;

(ii) that the financial resources of the educational institution are
sufficient to enable it to make due provision for its cnnnnued
maintenance and efficient working;

(iii)  that the strength and qualil’icd'tions rJf the teaching and other
staff, and the terms and conditions of their service, are
adequate to make due provision for the courses of instruction,
teaching or training to be undertaken by the educational
institution; : :

(iv) ~ that the educational institution has framed proper rules
regarding the efficiency and discipline of its staff and other
employees;

(v) that the building in which the educational institution is to be
located is suitable, and that provision will be made
inconformity with the Statutes and the Regulations for the
residence of students, not residing with their parents or

o

guardians, in the hostels established and maintainec by the
educational institution or in  hostels or lodgings
approved by it, and the supervision and physical and general
welfare of students;
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(vi)  that provision has been made for Library and adequate library
' services; : :
(vii)  that where affiliation is sought in any branch of experimental
sciences, due arrangements have been made for imparting
instruction in that branch of science in a properly
equipped laboratory, museum anci other places of practical

work;

(viii) that due provision will; so far as circumstances may permit, be
made for the residence of Principal and members of the
teaching staff in or near the college or the place provided for
the residence of students ; and

(ix)  that the affiliation of the educational institution, having regard
to the provision which may have been made for students by
» another educational institution in its neighborhood, will nat

be injurious to the interests of education or discipline.

(2) The - application shall further contain an undertaking that after the
educational institution is affiliated any transference of, and changes in the
management and in the teaching staff shall be forthwith reported to the
University, and that the teaching statf shall possess such qualifications as are
or may be prescribed.

(3) The procedure to be followed in disposing of an application for the affiliation
/- of an educational institution shall be such as may be prescribed.

(4) The Syndicate may, on the recommendation of the Affiliation Committee,
grant or refuse affiliation to an educational institution:

Provided that affiliation shal! not be refused unless the educational

institution has been given dn opportunity of making a representation -

.against the proposed decision.

34. Addition of courses by affiliated educational institution:-

Where an educational institution desires to add to the courses of instructions :'n
respect of which it is affiliated, the procedure prescribed under sub-section (3) of
section 33 shall, so far as may be ,be followed.

35. Reports from affiliated educational institutions:-

(1) Every educational institution affiliated to the University shall furnish such
reports , returns and other information as the University may require to
enabie it to judge the efficiency of the educational institution.

(2) The University may call upon any educational institution affiliated to it to

take, within a specified period, such action as may appear to the University to
be necessary in respect of any of the matters referred to in sub-secticn (1) of
section 33,
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36. Withdrawal of affiliation:-

-

('l'] If an educahonal institution affiliated to the Uru\«ersm fails at any time to
fulfill any of the requirements mentioned in this Act, or if an institution has
failed to observe any of the conditions of its affiliation, or its affairs are
conducted in a manner which is prejudicial to the interest of education, the
Syndicate may, on the recommendation of the Atftiliation Committee, and
after considering such representation as the educational institution may wish
to make, withdraw, either in whole or in part, the rights conferred on the,
educational institution by affiliation or modify such rights.

(2) The procedure to be followed for the withdrawal of affiliation shall be such as
may be prescribed.

37. Appeal against refusal or withdrawal of affiliation:-

An appeal shall lie to the Senate against the decision of the Syndicate re'fu\ing to
affiliate an institution, or withdrawing in whole or in part the r:ght:- conferred On an
mshtuhon by affiliation or modifying such rights.

38. Taking over of institution or college:-

(1) - The Chancellor may, on request of .any affiliated institution or cnllggl' direct
that the control and management of such educational, institution i college
may be taken over by the University. :

(2) ° The Chancellor may, for the efficient management and control of such
educational institution or college on the recommendation of Gol!enmlent
establish a Board of Governors,

(3) - The Board of Governors shall consist of -

(1) the Pro-Chancellor Chairman
(ii) the Vice-Chancellor Vice-Chairman
(fii) such other Members as may be appointed by the Chancellor

_ on the recommendation of the Governnient.

(4)  -Subject to special or general direction of the Chancellor the Board of
Governors shall exercise general supervision and control over the affairs of
such institution or college and without preludxce to the gLneraht} of these
powers it shall -

(a) formulate the POlIC)’ for running the mshtutlon or mllege in the
light of guide lines 1ssued by the University from time to time;
(b) control and administer the property of the institution or college;
~ (¢) manage and regulate the funds, finances, assets and investments
A of the institution or college;
(d) maintain the accounts of the m:.tltutwn or mllege in the
prescribed form and get such accounts audited in the prescribed
. manner; and
(e} appoint teachers and other employees of the institution or
c!::rllege and have the power to take disciplinary action against
them
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
